Course Description 

Chamber Orchestra gives the student an opportunity to study advanced small group ensemble 

music and orchestral literature. Students will continue the advanced development of 

instrumental technique, music reading and comprehension skills, independent musicianship, 

style, critical thinking skills, a deeper understanding of small group ensemble music, and 

orchestral literature. Students will perform both in small group ensemble projects and as a large 

group.
