Course Description

reading skills will continue to be developed; connections to music history will be strengthened.

Grading

Points shall be awarded for in-class work, written/online assignments and ensemble
performances. Points will be awarded and collected cumulatively throughout the year.

Textbook

Through the curriculum adoption process, a variety of classroom musical materials have
been provided. These materials include vocal octavos, theory books, song collections of
varied genres and musical history time periods. These materials are used in lieu of a
standard textbook.

Reading

The choir does not have traditional reading materials. Students will read texts of musical
selections that represent a wide variety of styles, genres and from varied musical history
time periods.
