Evidence Based Grading
Final grades in this course will be determined using Evidence Based Grading (EEG).

EBG determines grades that reflect what students know, understand, and can do.

Purpose Statement: The purpose of evidence-based grading is to provide students
with clear learning outcomes and instruction, collaborative feedback, grades that
reflect proficiency and growth.

Course Description: Learn through fun, music, videos, and storytelling! Be marketable by
completing two or more years of Spanish to compete for jobs, colleges, and scholarships. You will
be able to speak, listen, read, and write about a variety of basic and everyday topics. You will be
able to identify products and practices that help you understand global and cultural perspectives.

Attendance: Students are required to be in school every day. Students are responsible for
communicating with their teachers to make up for missed learning.

Course Expectations: Although not everything is graded, everything is important. In order to
demonstrate growth and learning, students will need to:

1. Participate in class activities (take notes, work in a group, complete in class tasks, ask
questions) without distractions (cell phones, games, etc.)

2. Use morning time and the teacher to seek help outside of class when needed.

3. Complete all assessments within teacher timelines.

4. Show respect for your teacher, your peers, and yourself. Our class will be a place of
acceptance and growth for everyone.

Grading
Learning (Practice) includes but is not limited to warm-ups, worksheets, in-class vocabulary and

accuracy games, conversation practice, skits, canvas activities, listening journals, reading
activities, etc.

Assessment (Evidence) includes conversations, skits, interpretive reading and listening,
multi-step projects to show evidence in multiple skills, writing prompts, flipgrid presentations, etc.
